President Watts also let members know about a House Bill 772 which provides $80
million in support of students. There will also be a $2.9 million cybersecurity grant
coming to ISU in collaboration with Uofl and INL along with this there is also a College of
Technology grant for a semiconductor. President Watts also shared the Jennifer Steele
will be conducting various Lunch and Learn sessions based on comfort and
understanding of budget with the goal of increasing budget literacy. She also reminded
members that student volunteers are needed for Bengal Visits Day on April 20" from
7:30 am to 2 pm there are two outlets of opportunities for volunteering on this day.
There will also be a campus master plan town hall at the Alumni Center on April 11t
from 4:30-6:30 pm which will be an opportunity to provide updates on the campus
master plan. In addition to this there will an unveiling of the first floor renovation of the
library on April 23™.
